Dave Brereton reported that it would cost
approximately $12,000 to fence the BMX park.

Eric Guenther from PenMet Parks briefly
discussed a new park they are planning
adjacent to Voyager Elementary, in which an
off-leash dog area is planned.

Bill Joyce asked if the fencing amount also
applied to doing something at Wilkinson Park.
Dave Brereton answered that it was an
estimate for the BMX park. Jacquie Goodwill
explained that the reason for not looking at

that not being an option. That is why they are
looking at the BMX park for a temporary
solution.

Dennis Barstow said that he wants Wilkinson
Park to be considered for a dog park and
wants Council to know of his desire.

Bill Joyce asked if Council was aware of the
desire to use the upper third of Wilkinson Park.
Jacquie Goodwill answered that Council was
aware of that option and citizens could present
their desire to Council directly.

Jim O’Donnell wants to see the laws enforced
and said that there isn’t enough room in any
Gig Harbor park for a dog park.

Bill Joyce stated that he wanted on record that
he was not allowed to speak.

MOTION: Move to recommend to Council to

consider fencing the BMX park at the cost of

$12,000 as a temporary solution until we can
identify a longer term solution for an off-leash
dog park.
