Commission member Tarabochia gave some 
history on the Old Ferry Landing Viewpoint.  
He was part of a committee of residents that 
worked with the City and provided suggestions 
on the Harborview Street End Park plan. 
   
Commission member Tarabochia made 
reference to the City’s Shoreline Master Plan 
and explained how it applied to this area. 
 
Commission member Tarabochia would like to 
re-design the park.  He believes he should 
have parking with access at the end of the 
road instead of the loading and unloading only 
area provided now.  Some of his other ideas 

Commission member Tarabochia will bring a 
more defined list of ideas for improvements in 
the park to the December meeting for 
discussion. 
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include:  removing planters, installing benches 
and beach resident parking. 

Tarabochia Community Garden Commission member Tarabochia explained 
that a resident on Tarabochia Street has 
approached him about a proposal for a 
community garden on his private lot.  No 
further details were provided.  It was 
mentioned that the project would need to carry 
its own weight without asking the City for 
involvement at this time.
